2. Uploading of Course Material

LMS which was Launched/used during COVID-19effectively, we are once again going to use it
on urgent basis. LMS fetch data from myiub portal on daily basis, so it is very essential that all kind of
enrolments must be completed at myiub portal to use LMS. (Ims.iub.edu.pk) same ID/password as of
myiub.

All faculty members kindly ensure that you must upload their course relevant materials on the
LMS by 12 March 2026 to facilitate students in the online learning process on priority basis. Video
regarding uploading of material, assignment, quiz, may download from our official channel.

3. Course Dashboard Monitoring

The Directorate of IT has developed a comprehensive Course Dashboard mechanism through which
Deans and Chairpersons can monitor course activities through their myiub accounts.

The Directorate of IT will also share a guidance video explaining how Deans and Chairpersons can
monitor course activities effectively, at myiub portal
