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The Islamia University of Bahawalpur (IUB), a public sector institution in Bahawalpur, Pakistan, traces its origins to 1925 when His Highness 
Nawab Sir Sadiq Muhammad Khan Abbasi- V established Jamia Abbasia. It was upgraded to Jamia Islamia in 1963, and in 1975, it became 
a chartered university named “The Islamia University of Bahawalpur” through the Provincial Assembly of Punjab under “The Islamia 
University of Bahawalpur Act 1975”.
IUB operates seven campuses; Abbasia Campus, Baghdad-ul-Jadeed Campus, and Khawaja Fareed Campus in Bahawalpur, with sub-
campuses in Ahmed Pur East, Bahawalnagar, Liaquat Pur, and Rahim Yar Khan. Recently, the number of faculties increased from 7 to 15, 
and the departments from 48 to 142, off ering over 300 disciplines to approximately 65,000 students. Around 1,400 teachers, including 830 
PhDs, provide high-quality education across various fi elds such as Allied Health Sciences, Agriculture, Aviation, Business Administration, 
Computing, Education, Engineering, Fine Arts, Information Technology, Law, Nursing, Pharmacy, Sports, and Veterinary Sciences. The 
university's leadership is committed to academic excellence, engaging dedicated faculty members to achieve this goal.
